Gold, Silver, Bronze…...Or 1st, 2nd, 3rd?

So last month I said I would do a follow up article about the Gold, Silver, 

Bronze method at the Appalachian Scale Modelers Club show held last 

month. A few of us from the club went down with curiosity about how it works 

and if it would work. Specifically I was wondering about time to judge since 

everything had to be looked at and what decides the difference between the medal designation.   

With this being their first show they were learning as well as they got their feet wet with it. I do think 

the GSB can work if everyone is on the same page. Time wise you have to have all the judges look-

ing at each model for only the defects, not stretching the time out with discussion. I found out that 

the amount of mistakes or defects sets the GSB medal received. But again all the judges need to be 

on the same page as far as amount of defects and mistakes that sets what medal you receive.  The 

day we judged there were some differences in what the different judges groups were looking for 

which slowed down the process. Also there were some class’s that were only a few models got 

medals and some class’s almost all the models got awards. Again just inconsistency in the judge-

ing. Another thing that I noticed was that since so many awards had to be handed out there was no 

awards ceremony except for best of award’s given out. All the other awards were placed on the ta-

ble by the model.  

I can see where the GSB system may work, but I think there are a lot of things that have to be in 

place and a lot of people have to be on the same page for the system to really be effective for a 

show. We have talked about doing this for the Virginia Shoot-Out so we now have some helpful ex-

perience in figuring out if this is something we want to look into more.
